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Council member Allen made a motion to adopt Resolution 2015-06 (2015-16 Budget) as revised. Council member Barnes seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Barnes, Graham, Stowe and Torgersen voting aye.
PERSONAL COMMENTS
ELAINE LOTT
Ms. Lott complimented everyone who worked on the Christmas decoration. Ms. Lott said it was an Urgency for the City to get the Christmas lights and decorations up and now she would like the City to think of the Marquee as an Urgency. Ms. Lott said she gets calls once a week to put things on the Marquee and the letters are old and breaking. Ms. Lott asked what she can do to assist in restoring the Marquee or if she should take it on herself. Mayor Taylor said the City has talked to companies about restoring the Marquee. Mayor Taylor said the City is planning on talking about the Marquee in January.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 17, 2015 MEETING
Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 17, 2015 meeting as written. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Torgersen, Allen, Graham and Barnes voting aye.

PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Council member Stowe asked the City Council what they thought about passing small items through the City office. Council member Barnes asked what the small items would be. Council member Stowe said they would be items not requiring a permit through the County. Council member Stowe said the items could go through Deputy City Recorder Steed and Mayor Taylor or the Planning and Zoning Chairman, Chair Pro-temp or the liaison. Mayor Taylor said this would speed up the process. Council member Allen said it will put the load on who passes it, but it will speed up the process. This item will be put on a future agenda. 

JESSICA WARNER - HORSE SHELTER AND STORAGE SHED

Council member Stowe explained Ms. Warner’s project. Ms. Warner’s project meets all requirements and Planning and Zoning has approved it. Council member Allen made a 
motion to approve the Municipal Project Approval Form for Ms. Warner. Council
member Torgersen seconded the motion.

Deputy Ray Gardner gave an update to the Council for Sheriff Perkins. Deputy Gardner reported that Sheriff Perkins has put himself, Deputy Eric Dunton and Deputy Jared Dunton on a schedule to cover Escalante City.  

GIRL’S BASKETBALL TEAM - DONATION 
Lori Torgersen asked the City if they would be willing to donate $500.00 to the Girl’s Basketball Team for doing the City income survey. Council member Barnes said this is the survey the CDBG requires the City to do to apply for grants. Council member Torgersen stated a conflict of interest because her daughter is a member of the team. Council member Barnes made a motion to donate $500.00 to the Girl’s Basketball Team for doing the City income survey. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Torgersen, Barnes, Allen and Stowe voting aye.

EMT DONATION
Nancy Porter asked the City if they will donate to the EMT’s again this year to help with their conferences. Deputy City Recorder Steed said there is $1500.00 in the Budget for the EMT’s. Council member Torgersen made a motion to donate $1500.00 to the EMT’s. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes, Stowe and Torgersen voting aye. Mrs. Porter thanked the Mayor and Council for their support. Mayor Taylor thanked the EMT’s for their hard work and for volunteering.

ERIC DUNTON - WATER METER
Deputy City Recorder Steed said this property is one of Sharol Bernardo’s parcels on 1910 South Center Street. Deputy City Recorder Steed said this property is in the County and Mr. Dunton plans on building a home on it within a year. Council member Stowe made a motion to sell Mr. Dunton a water meter for his property at 1910 South Center Street. Council member Allen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes, Stowe and Torgersen voting aye.

KAREN MUNSON - REQUEST TO CLOSE 100 W. DECEMBER 8, 2015 FROM 5-9 P.M.
Mrs. Munson said she is requesting 100 West, in front of the old gym, to be closed on December 8, 2015 from 5-9 p.m. for the Back to Bethlehem Program. Council member Allen made a motion to close 100 west from the City office to the Library on December 8, 2015 from 5-9 p.m. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes, Stowe and Torgersen voting aye.

PAVILION CONTRACT

This item was discussed at length. Council member Stowe stated a conflict of interests because her husband is a member of the Sons of the Utah Pioneers. Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the Pavilion Contract as written. Council member Allen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Allen, Graham, Barnes and Torgersen voting aye. Council member Stowe Abstained. 

WATER LINE
Mayor Taylor said the Cottam Subdivision has not been determined if it is a subdivision or not and there are concerns about the water line. Mayor Taylor said the water line has not been looped and people want to put a water meter on their property. Mayor Taylor said there is a property owner that is willing to put an 8” water line and a fire hydrant in if the City will allow it. Council member Graham said with the Division of Drinking Water rules he is not sure if the City can allow it. Council member Graham said he will contact the Drinking Water Division to see what they require and if it would be allowed. 

DRAINAGE
Mayor Taylor said the City received a letter concerning drainage in Moqui Garden’s. Mayor Taylor said he would like to go through each one of the points in the letter one by one. Mayor Taylor told City Attorney Huntington that the individual who wrote the letter would like a written response and asked him to draft one. This item was discussed at length.
